Converting a Print to a Gallery
Wrap

Introduction
In this video, you will learn how to convert an existing print into a Gallery Wrap in

ProSelect. This process allows you to quickly change a standard print product into a
canvas-style wall product and adjust the wrap edges to achieve the desired look.

Creating the Initial Print
Begin in Working with Images and select the image you want to use.

Click the Create Print Product tool.

ProSelect automatically creates a print from the selected image and switches the
workspace to Working with Products.

Double-click the product thumbnail to enter Show View.

You will see the current product details in the Info Bar, including the print size and
finish. In this example, the print size is 36 x 24 inches with a lustre finish.

Converting the Print to a Gallery Wrap

1. In the Info Bar, locate the word Print.
2. Click the drop-down arrow next to it to view the available gallery wrap options.
3. Select 1.5 inch Premium Gallery Wrap.

After selecting the gallery wrap option, the crop will automatically adjust because the
image must now include the wrap edges that fold around the frame.

Adjusting the Gallery Wrap Crop
Press the C key to enter Cropping View. The wrap edges will appear on the image:

* The teal line indicates the wrap edge area.
* The blue line indicates the required bleed area.

These guides help ensure the image wraps correctly around the canvas frame.
Changing the Edge Style

By default, a Full Image Wrap is applied to the edges. This means the edges of the
image wrap around the sides of the canvas. To change the edge style, click the Select
Gallery Wrap Edge tool.

Several edge options are available.

1. Select Custom Color Edge to create a solid color edge.
Click the Color Picker Tool, then choose a color directly from the image.

Once you select a color, click to apply it. The new edge color will appear
immediately in the preview.

ProSelect also provides creative edge effects, including:

* Mirror Edge
« Stretch Blur Edge

These options extend the edges of the image in different ways to create a visually
pleasing wrap.

When you are finished adjusting the crop and edge style, press the C key again to exit
Cropping View.

Ordering the Gallery Wrap

Click the Shopping Cart. Select your Gallery Wrap product to add it to the order.
Conclusion

Converting a print to a Gallery Wrap in ProSelect is a quick way to transform a
standard print into a canvas wall product. By adjusting the crop and choosing an
appropriate edge style, you can ensure the final gallery wrap looks clean and

professionally finished.
